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Vow Examples 
 
 
The vows are the most magical part of a wedding ceremony.  There are numerous 
options of how they are done, and usually take one of following forms: 
 

• Recited statements and promises (each of you read your own vows) 

• Repeated lines (each of you take it in turns to repeat the lines offered by the celebrant) 

• Questions and response (simplest options that requires only an 'I do' from you both) 

 
Here are a few examples to consider and get your creative juices running if you 
wish to write your own.  
 
 
I, [name], with you, [name], as my [husband/wife], have found my partner in life 
and my one true love. I will cherish our union and love you more each day than I 
did the day before. I will trust you and respect you, laugh with you and cry with 
you, loving you faithfully through good times and bad, regardless of the obstacles 
we may face together.

I, [name], with you, [name], as my [husband/wife], will respect you in your 
successes and in your failures, to care for you in sickness and in health, to nurture 
you, and to grow with you throughout the seasons of life. 
 
 
I, [name], with you, [name], as my [husband/wife], promise to be your friend, 
your lover, and the [mother/father] of our children.  I will be yours in times of 
plenty and in times of want, in times of sickness and in times of health, in times of 
joy and in times of sorrow, in times of failure and in times of triumph. I promise to 
cherish and respect you, to care and protect you, to comfort and encourage you, 
and stay with you, for all eternity. 
 
 
[Name], Before these witnesses, I vow to love you and care for you as long as we 
both shall live. I take you with all of your faults and your strengths as I offer 
myself to you with all of my faults and strengths. I will help you when you need 
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help, and I will turn to you when I need help. I choose you as the person with 
whom I will spend my life. 
 
 
I, [name], with you, [name], as my [husband/wife], promise to honor you, to 
treasure you, to be at your side in sorrow and in joy, in the good times, and in the 
bad, and to love and cherish you always. I promise you this from my heart, for all 
the days of my life.
